HARDWIRING TO 24VDC POWER SUPPLY NeoVision24

MOUNTING FOR STRAIGHT RUNS

1. Cut either 4 ft. or 8 ft. aluminum channel to
size, and install to surface using screws (supplied).
2. Press tape into channel (FIG. 8), making sure
that correct side is facing out. (FIG. 9).

3. Make connection outside of channel, allowing
for a 1/8” expansion gap between channel and
base of connector (FIG. 10).
