Layout Mounting Channels

Consult chart at right for proper mil dimensions before cutting
into surface. Layout your project allowing for tape connector
and power supply placement. Make sure that leads or connector
does not hamper placement of tape in channel.

Many connectors are designed to be used outside of smaller
channel, consult channel spec pages for specific connector
usage. See detail in Fig. 4.

Cut channel to desired length Fig. 1. For surface mounting,
clean surface and apply adhesive to channel, or screw channel
clips down onto surface using supplied clips and screws. Fig. 2.

Keep lens installed in channel when cutting. Remove lens and
lay-in LED tape, seating it into channel by exposing double-stick
mounting tape that is affixed at back of LED tape. Press tape
firmly, achieving a strong seal with mounting channel. Fig. 3.

Use Lens and End Caps*

Install lens by starting at one end of channel. Push into place
from one end to opposite end. End caps are available for a
finished look. Fig. 5.

NOTE: Wire up tape to power supply. Use only GM power
supplies for 5 year warranty. Mount power supply close to
LED tape application.

Connect Fixture Leads to Power Supply
Connect tape to power leads, or separate tape to power
flexible connector.

CAUTION: Must match power supply voltage to the LED load
voltage. Ex. 12V or 24V

Power up application and test that channels are firmly
mounted to surface, or recessed channel.
